We are here to proudly show off our new addition to Metropolitan’s fleet of collection trucks


Metropolitan today presents to you the future of Waste and Recycling Collection

And our example of good corporate citizenship

This natural gas truck – Metropolitan’s latest addition to its collection fleet will reduce green 
house gas emissions by up to 23% and represents another step by our company in 
implementing 
a philosophy of waste reduction and recycling and energy efficiency

We believe converting to Natural Gas powered vehicles is good business and good for the City.

We also believe this is a step in the right direction for our environment and for the world which 
our children will inherit.

When we made the decision in 2007 to purchase our first natural gas truck, the projected overall 
cost was slightly higher than its diesel counterpart.

 We felt that it was our responsibility as one of the largest recyclers in the greatest city of the 
world to “DO THE RIGHT THING”.

It turned out with the rising cost of fuel, not only were we doing the right thing for our city and 
our children, but it is now actually cheaper to run these vehicles.

We expect to convert all of our 32 collections trucks to natural gas power.

Metropolitan -- for those of you that don’t know of us -- is the largest private recycler in the 
City of New York – each day we recycle over 600 tons of waste paper and divert that 
much from the landfills.  The reason I am telling you this is:
· Every ton of paper we recycle saves 17 trees!
· Every ton of recycled office paper saves 380 gallons of oil!

· Annually, with the help of our customers and our NYC residents

THREE MILLION tress!




And FOUR AND A HALF MILLION GALLONS of Oil!

We have also expanded our recycling operation to include other waste streams which have 
previously proven to be uneconomical like Glass, Metal and Plastic.  With the 
investment into new technologies these materials can now be recycled economically.

I want to conclude by leaving you with 2 thoughts –

One, I saw recently an interview with Boone Pickens from Clean Energy that was very eye opening.



We spend half a trillion dollars on foreign oil annually – let me repeat



A HALF TRILLION.  That equates to a billion and a half dollars per day.
Ladies and Gentlemen – We have an historic opportunity to change the dynamics of our 



dependency on foreign oil –
Utilizing natural gas in our vehicles not only greatly reduces carbon emissions for our environment but also keeps the United States dollar where it belongs – in our economy.  Not in the pockets of foreign government – some of which seek our demise and destruction.
